
  
CITY OF GONZALES
ZONING APPLICATION PACKET
Process
1. To have property rezoned in the City of Gonzales, you must apply for a Zoning Map Amendment as illustrated in Sec. 22-6(b)(7) of the city’s zoning ordinance.  The city’s zoning ordinances can be accessed at http://www.gonzalesla.com by clicking on the “Government” tab and then the “Ordinance” link.  

2. Upon making application, your request will be introduced at the next Planning and Zoning Commission meeting.  The Gonzales Planning and Zoning Commission meets the first Monday of each month at 6:00 pm at City Hall in Gonzales. (120 S. Irma Blvd.)  To be placed on the agenda, your request should be submitted to the Administrator by 4:30 on the Thursday prior to the meeting.  You may address your request to Scot Byrd at 120 S. Irma Blvd.  Gonzales LA  70737.

3. Once introduced, the commission will call for a hearing to be held at their next regular meeting. (The first Monday of the following month at 6:00 pm)

4. In the three consecutive weeks prior to your hearing, notices of the hearing will be placed in the city’s official journal, and signs advertising the hearing will be placed on the subject property.

5. At the hearing, you will be given the opportunity to present your request along with your reasons for requesting the rezoning.  Interested members of the general public will be given the opportunity to speak either for or against your request.  The commissioners will be given the opportunity to ask questions and comment on the request.

6. At the conclusion of the hearing, the commissioners will move to recommend to the City Council either approval or denial of your request.  The Planning and Zoning Commission can only recommend approval or denial of a request.  The City Council will render the final decision on all rezoning and special use permit request.

7. Your rezoning request will then be placed on the agenda of the next City Council meeting.  The Gonzales City Council meets the second and fourth Mondays of each month at 5:30 pm at City Hall in Gonzales. (120 S. Irma Blvd.)

8. At the City Council meeting, your rezoning request will be introduced along with the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  You may be asked to present the request again.  The general public will again be offered the opportunity to speak on the request, and the councilmen may ask questions.  If the Planning and Zoning recommendation was to deny, the City Council may choose not to hear your request.  

9. After your presentation, the City Council may motion to introduce the Zoning Map Amendment in the form of an ordinance.  If an ordinance is introduced, it will be placed on the agenda of the City Council’s next meeting for final passage as are all ordinances in accordance with the Lawrason Act.  The City Council may also move to deny the request, or they may decide to take no action at all, which has the same effect as a denial.

The website is live and available at www.mypermitnow.org by utilizing the Customer Portal, and selecting Gonzales as the jurisdiction.
Users will have the ability to:

· Apply for Zoning Changes and Special Use Permits
· Pay Fees Online
· Submit Plans “Paperless” in PDF Format
· Track Application Progress up to Permit Issuance

· Request Inspections Online
· View and Print Completed Inspection Reports
· Receive Real-Time E-mail Notifications When an Inspection is Completed

You may create your free customer portal account as soon as possible. If you have an existing account, simply utilize Gonzales as the jurisdiction for your submittal and/or request.

Once your account is established, the MyPermitNow software will allow you to begin applying for your permits online rather than traveling to City Hall. Please note that any documents required with an application (i.e. Building Plans, construction documents, site plans, etc.) must be uploaded in PDF format when submitting your online application. Customers will still have the ability to apply for permits in person. If you choose to apply in person, simply bring the supporting documents in PDF format on CD or USB drive to upload.
When requesting inspections online, you as the requester have the capability of requesting the time and date of your inspection, however any inspections requested after 1:00 pm will be completed the following business day. Our inspectors will enter inspection results in the field to ensure you receive your inspection result via e-mail or through the customer portal in near real-time.
